BY-LAW AMENDMENT

POLICY ON

PARKING REGULATIONS AND ENFORCEMENT

Section 2.
This section defines the regulations governing types of vehicles that may be parked regularly within the Community; methods for enforcing these regulations; and certain of the rights, powers, and responsibilities of all parties in relation to these regulations and their enforcement.

2.1.
DEFINITIONS.
The definitions stated as follows were based on information taken from a report on the Bennington Homeowners Vehicle Survey, presented at a Special Association Meeting May 27, 1987, and developed as a direct result of a motion passed by the association membership at the Annual meeting, March 18, 1987.

2.1.1.
Commercial vehicle.
2.1.1.1.
Any vehicle that displays logos, advertising, advertising lettering, or advertising signs thereon; or

2.1.1.2.
Any vehicle with externally visible commercial equipment or materials, including, but not limited to, ladders, compressors, generators pumps, building trade tools, tool boxes, equipment racks, pipes, spreaders, cylinders, etc. or similar types of equipment or materials; or

2.1.1.3.
Any stake body, box body, panel body, or other utility body mounted to a cab or chassis; or

2.1.1.4.
Any vehicle with three or more axles; or

2.1.1.5.
Any bus; or

2.1.1.6.
Any vehicle licensed "for hire"' or

2.1.1.7.
Any trailer or semi-trailer; or

2.1.1.8.
Any farm implement, farm-use vehicle, or construction equipment; or

2.1.1.9.
Any vehicle with more than four wheels.

2.1.2.
Emergency vehicle.  State of Maryland Annotated Code will apply.

2.1.3.
Oversized or large vans and pickup trucks.  Any vehicle which overall exceeds any of the following dimensions: 7 feet in height; 19 feet in length.

2.1.4.
Modified vehicles.  Any vehicle with oversized (nonstandard) tires or modified (nonstock) body height.

2.1.5.
Recreational vehicle.
2.1.5.1. Any boat or trailer; or

2.1.5.2. Any vehicle whose external configuration conforms to the generally accepted trade definition of "motor home"; and which is also classed as an oversized or large vehicle; or

2.1.5.3.
Any truck camper that is or may be loaded on a pickup truck bed; or

2.1.5.3. Any mobile home, park trailer, or travel trailer, regardless of configuration; or

2.1.5.4. Any fold-down camping trailer; or

2.1.5.5. Any snowmobile, all terrain vehicle, dune buggy, trail bike, go-kart, or other self-propelled vehicle not licensed for operation on a public street or highway; or

2.1.5.7.
Any vehicle with more than four wheels; or

2.1.5.8.
Any self-propelled vehicle not legal for operation on public streets or highways.

2.1.6.
Inoperable vehicle.

2.1.6.1.
Any vehicle which is partially or completely disassembled by removal of parts what are essential for operation, or for minimal safety standards as defined by the Maryland state vehicle inspection regulations; or

2.1.6.2.
Any vehicle not bearing a current registration or license plates; or

2.1.6.3.
Any vehicle parked without moving once in any thirty-day period.

2.1.7.
Passenger car or station wagon.  Any currently registered passenger sedan, coupe, station wagon, convertible, sports car, pickup truck, four-wheel drive vehicle, mini-van or full size van; or two- or three-wheeled passenger vehicle licensed to operate on public streets or highways.

2.1.8.
Regularly parked.  Parking a vehicle on the common areas or private property in the Community on at least five days of any thirty-day period, regardless of the duration of time.

2.2. EXCLUDED VEHICLES.  Commercial vehicles, recreational vehicles, oversized or large vans and pickup trucks, modified vehicles, inoperable vehicles, and other vehicles not covered in the above definitions shall not be regularly parked in the Community.  If a vehicle falls in any excludable category defined in this regulation, regardless of other categories in which it may fall, then the vehicle is excludable.

2.3. ALLOWED VEHICLES.  All vehicles defined above as passenger cars or station wagons, and which do not also fall in any excluded category.

2.4.
ENFORCEMENT.  These regulations shall be enforced on common areas and private property within the Community in the manner defined as follows.

2.4.1.
Complaints.  Violations of these regulations must be reported by residents, members, or agents of the Association.  The report shall identify the vehicle in violation, the owner of the vehicle (when known), the nature of the violation, and circumstances such as time and place of the violation.

2.4.2.
Initial notice.  Upon receipt of a complaint, the Board of Directors shall 

1)
determine the merits of the complaint and, if warranted,

2)
a written notice will be mailed with postal return receipt requested to the verified owner of the vehicle, or to the assumed owner when a reasonable attempt has been made to verify ownership; and to the responsible lot owner when not the same as the vehicle owner, stating the nature of the complaint; that the vehicle is in violation of these regulations; and that unless the vehicle is removed from the Community within fifteen (15) days of the receipt of the notice, the Association will arrange for the vehicle to be removed at the sole risk and expense of the owner.  This notice shall include the date on which the vehicle will be removed, and shall also state that the owner may request a hearing before the Board of Directors within the fifteen days.

2.4.3.
Hearing.  A majority of the Board of Directors shall convene a hearing on the violation if the owner of the vehicle in violation so requests.  The Board members present at the hearing shall determine the outcome through majority vote, as soon after adjournment of the hearing as is practical, and 

1)
shall mail a written notice of the outcome of the hearing with postal return receipt requested to the verified owner of the vehicle, or to the assumed owner when a reasonable attempt has been made to verify  owner.

2)
The owner shall then have not less than ten (10) days after receipt of the decision to comply with the Board's determination.

3)
Results of the hearing and disposition of the matter shall be published in the community.

2.4.4
Removal of Vehicles in Violation.  If the vehicle in violation is present in the community on or after the date set for removal, the President of the Board of Directors shall cause a towing company to be summoned to remove the vehicle.  If the towing company cannot tow the vehicle due to reasons beyond its control, the Board of directors may by majority vote initiate court proceedings to have the vehicle removed.

2.4.5.
Assessment of Costs.  Costs of towing and storage will be added to the monthly assessments of the owner of the vehicle, or to the responsible lot owner when the vehicle owner is not a lot owner.  Costs of court proceedings and associated costs will be added in a similar manner when and if the court decides in favor of the Association.

2.5
CITY OF GAITHERSBURG ORDINANCES.
Any vehicle that violates City of Gaithersburg parking ordinances shall be reported to the City for enforcement of those ordinances.

2.6.
INTERPRETATIONS.
These regulations are meant to be as encompassing as possible.  However, situations may arise that do not clearly fit within these regulations.  In such cases, interpretations will be affected by a majority vote of the entire Board of Directors.  Before the Board of Directors adopts parking or vehicular regulations or amends existing parking or vehicular regulations to regulate parking on the lots and common areas of Bennington, the Board shall hold a public hearing with no more than 45 days notice and no less that 15 days notice to the members.  The subject of the public hearing shall be the proposed regulations or amendments to regulations.  Any regulations or amendments to regulations shall not take effect until 90 days after adoption by the Board and notice of such adoption to the members.  The 90 days after adoption by the Board and notice of such adoption to the members.  The 90 day period shall begin to run upon the earlier of the day on which said notice is mailed or the day on which said notice is hand-delivered to the members.  This provision calls for a public hearing with notice, and not for a meeting of the members or of the Board of Directors, and therefore no quorum requirements are applicable.  The hearing may be presided over by less than a quorum of the Board of Directors, but at least one director must be present.
